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Short Cuts

The styling is important, as shown on the Zimmermann 
and Valentino runways: the hair worn behind the ears, 
with the longer strands in the back.
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Bangs
The bob haircut with bangs is an example 
of what was seen on the runways with Matteo 
Valle and Scervino. Smooth and luminous hair, 
with precise graphic lines, while the bangs 
define the face and add elegance and charm.
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Medium cuts  
Volume and control match, culminating in a soft and elegant cut with a couture charm. Stella McCartney 
shows a versatile medium-long cut characterized by soft and luminous waves that give hair volume.
